
Spatial elaborations are simulation techniques, whi ch classify, represent and interprete the archaeolog ical 
landscape, in micro or macro scale. They are based on the spatial and diacronichal relations  that elap se between 
anthropic and natural elements, their interaction an d, partially, some associated political factors. 
The spatial analysis will carry on some measurement s on past landscape to define a reference frame for  
successive observations.
The analysis we carried out is the Cost surface analysis .

Something particularly interesting was the comparison between 
the crossroads (of the red road and the green road) and the  
historical cartography of the Josephine[2] land register . 
Unfortunately it is very difficult to georeference[3] the historical 
cartography, so the comparison between the roads reconstruction 
by the computer and the ones in the map is quite imprecise. 
However, even considering the possible mistakes, the similarities 
between the computer reconstruction and the historical map are 
evident.

The Historical Cartography

These roads, created with the help of a computer, have been 
compared to the ones reconstructed by the historian Fulvio
Colombo[1] . What we noticed is that these roads, reconstucted
with different methods, are quite similar. The roads recreated 
with the computer start from Corgnale and divide near 
Basovizza; instead the roads reconstructed by Fulvio Colombo 
divide exactly in Basovizza, a part from this, the two 
reconstruction are almost equal, with the exception of    some 
short stretches, until the road from Longera crosses the one 
from Moccò. The roads reconstructed by Colombo cross more 
southernly than the ones recreated by the computer.

The historical
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According to our assumptions, the road went from Corgnale

down to Trieste, but near Basovizza the road divided into two 

roads: one road (green colour) went down in south-east 

direction, passed under the Moccò castle, followed the 

Rosandra river, turned northward, joined the red coloured road 

and went southward to the coast; the other one (red colour) 

went northward across the Longera pass, joined the green road 

and went towards Trieste, covering the same track of Via 

Flavia, an ancient Roman road.
